
                                                                      
Cedarcom launches Mobi™, the first Mobile Broadband Wireless Access network in the Middle East
Qualified for fiscal incentive through IDAL’s assistance; the most advanced Mobile Broadband Wireless Access Network revolutionizes the way internet is used 

Beirut, December 2006: Cedarcom, the broadband wireless data operator in Lebanon, is set to reinstate Lebanon on the global telecom map by launching Mobi™, the 1st true mobile broadband internet access service in the region.
The launch road show, held on two separate days, gave people a sense of what a truly mobile connection is by taking them on the ride of their life.  At Virgin Megastore CITYMALL on December 21st, and at 460 Multimedia Megastore-ABC Achrafieh on December 28th, Cedarcom organized live demonstrations where cars were reserved for people to actually see how the technology works as they drove around.
The experience of being as mobile as your phone was made into a double pleasure for the fans of Mobi™.  Laptops were available at the two malls for people to test the technology while moving around the shops.
The new technology combines broadband Internet connectivity with mobility providing downlink speeds of up to 1 Mega bits per second (Mbps) at affordable prices. It also offers a grand wireless coverage and fulfills multiple individual and executive needs. 

Lebanon was the first country in the region to launch this advanced Mobile Broadband Wireless Access, but will not be the last. After obtaining exclusive rights to the technology behind Mobi™ in several countries in the Middle East, GCC and Africa, Cedarcom plans to develop those markets in collaboration with operators and potential business partners. 

Mobi™ technology is built to transform the way Internet is used; it's as mobile as the mobile phone, keeping its subscribers connected everywhere: in a car, on a remote job site, on the beach or in the countryside… It is easy to set-up and use. It works with almost any computer and doesn’t need any additional hardware or software or wires. With no extra fees, the portable modem picks up the signal automatically within the coverage area giving the user continued access at all times and enabling him to enjoy high speed data communications including all IP based applications, browsing, emails, streaming video, e-CRM, etc.. within the service areas. Hence, there is no need to search for WiFi internet cafes as the user is the hotspot!

Mobi™ network is designed to provide secure high-speed broadband internet access both inside and outside buildings. Its coverage area in Lebanon extends over Greater Beirut and Jounieh covering almost 1.5 million inhabitants, and is to reach Tripoli, Faraya and Faqra in few weeks.
Cedarcom supports multiple Internet Service Providers (ISPs) and distributors on its mobile broadband network as LYNX, Cyberia, IDM, Sodetel and Broadband Plus, facilitating the availability of Mobi™ to companies and individuals.

Several service plans are available from 256Kbps, 512Kbps and 1 Mbps – all at affordable fixed prices.
By answering questions of an onsite live radio program during the road show, winners received a Mobi Modem and 3 people won a monthly subscription free.
